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Abstract

The findings of many behavioral economics studies have led many
experts to share the view that the effects of limited rationality can be solved
through the proper development of the menu options available to the
consumer. The devising of such a menu rests on the shoulders of regulators.
However, the question arises as to how regulators themselves, in turn, are
limitedly rational, and how much they are motivated to provide an optimal
menu of contracts that ensures maximum social welfare, given that
designing such a menu is costly.
